Brendan’s then took the lead for the first time wit  h an also superb try to halfback Aiona Nona five mi  nutes
later, but they lost the ball on the first tackle f  rom the ensuing restart, and it was all too easy as Ignatius
Park made them pay, with one of their two Queenslan d under- 18 Maroons second rowers Kurtis Ritchie bu |-
locking over to the level the scores two tackles la ter. But the danger signs were ringing for the defe nding
champions with Brendan’s centre Kurt Mann finishing off a slick team try to reestablish a four-point | ead on
the stroke of half-time. Everyone expected Ignatius  Park to hit back strongly in the second stanza, bu t in-
stead, they were shell-shocked as Brendan’s turned up the heat and scored the crucial first try withr  ampag-
ing front rower Angelo Toby plucking the ball out o  f the air from a pin-point bomb and crashing overt he line.
They did not give Ignatius Park the chance to regro up, instead, going for the jugular, completing elec trifying
back-to-back-to-back tries, with Morseau putting th e touches on a sweeping back-line movement to bring up a
personal double, then high-class hooker Dean Blackm an joining the party. If it was not game over by th  en,
when their other rampant prop and captain Kyle Burk  hardt, who made a remarkable recovery from injuryt o
be a surprise starter, split the defence up the mid dle of the ruck and crossed under the posts, the ba ttered
pride of North Queensland needed a miracle. They di d pick themselves up off the canvas to score the la st
three tries of the match, but it was too little, to o late, and St Brendan’s went on to a famous victor y. Black-
man collected his second straight Player of the Mat ch award, but they were many other heroes, with Han  sen
also making special mention of hard-hitting second rower Ben Jarvis, Morseau, and their other second r ower
Tom Murphy. “Dean was very good but | thought Ben w  as easily my best — his defence and his commitment
are just great — also Kyle Burkhardt was very good even with his dickey shoulder, as was our 13 (Luke Crum-
blin), and our three Kurt Mann, who is only 16,” H ansen said.
